VENDOR AGREEMENT

This agreement is made between:

hereinafter referred to as "SVT" and

hereinafter referred to as the "Vendor".

A. PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT

This purpose of this agreement is to provide for the payment of home energy bills for certified low income recipients of the Seldovia Village Tribe Energy Assistance Program (SVTEAP).

B . PERIOD OF CONTRACT

This agreement shall commence on October 1, 2002 and shall terminate on September 30, 2003. The parties upon mutual consent may extend or amend the agreement. Terms of the extension or amendment must be specified in writing and signed by both the Vendor and a SVT representative before this agreement is effective.

C . TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1.  Upon certification of a client for energy assistance, SVT shall send a written Notice of Action to the Vendor and the client stating what amount of energy assistance will be paid on behalf of the client for balances due, and what amount, called a "line of credit" is available to pay for future service.


2. SVT will make payments only for home energy products (fuel, oil, electricity). Incidental fees and charges necessary for use and delivery of home energy, such as connection and reconnection of services, delivery, late payments, deposits, and utility membership may be paid from an eligible household's benefits.


3. SVT will make cash advances to some public utilities and fuel vendors on behalf of eligible households under special agreement.
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VENDOR AGREES TO THE FOLLOWING:

1.  Vendor will charge the eligible household, in the normal billing process, the difference between the actual cost of the home energy and the amount of the payment received from the Seldovia Village Tribe's Energy Assistance Program. Payments will be applied to the oldest portion of the bill first.


2. The Vendor agrees that no household receiving energy assistance will be treated any differently because of such assistance under the applicable provision of State law or public regulatory requirements.


3. The Vendor agrees not to discriminate, either in the cost of goods supplied or the services provided, against the household on whose behalf payments are made.


4. The Vendor will reconnect discontinued services and/or deliver fuel upon receipt of the written notice of a client's eligibility (unless such action is in violation of established company policy). In emergency situations, Vendors may be notified by telephone of a client's eligibility by an authorized Seldovia Village Tribe Energy Assistance Program representative.


5. Vendors receiving cash advances from SVTEAP on behalf of eligible customers for future home energy bills must provide monthly verification to SVTEAP that such payments were received, and credited to the customer's account. This may be done with a statement citing the customer's name and the SVTEAP payment amount credited to the account, or by submitting to SVTEAP a copy of the customer billing which shows the credited payment.


6. Vendors receiving cash advances of behalf of their eligible customers must apply such payments only to the home energy portion of the customer's utility account. Payments may not be used for telephone, water, sewer, garbage, or other non‑energy related charges.


7. If a customer with a prepaid SVTEAP credit balance chooses to close his/her account, the Vendor must, upon request, refund the remaining credit to the SVTEAP. The statement containing the customer's name, amount of the refund, and the date.


8. If a customer with a prepaid SVTEAP balance dies, the credit balance may be left on the same service account for use by surviving eligible family or household members. If there are not other eligible persons in the household continuing to use the service account the Vendor must promptly refund remaining credit to the SVTEAP Similarly, if a customer moves without leaving a forwarding address, the Vendor can deduct the final account charges and refund remaining credit tot the SVTEAP.
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D. TERMINATION

SVT reserves the right to terminate this agreement with or without cause, and without liability, upon seven (7) days written notice to the Vendor.

This agreement is effective on the day signed by both parties.
