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GEORGIA

Allocates based on poverty rates for the service areas.


ILLINOIS

Section 109.210 Allocation of Block Grant Funds 

a) The Department shall allocate financial assistance for each county from sums available for any fiscal year from the Low Income Home Energy Assistance Block Grant as described in the State's annual plan to HHS. 

b) The Department shall determine allocations for each county from available funds. 

1) At least 50% of the funds available shall be allocated to each county based on the "Index of Need". 

A) The Index of Need is comprised of five factors, which are: 

i) Heating Degree Days; 

ii) Fuel Cost Factor Per 100,000 BTUs; 

iii) Persons in Poverty (an amount determined by the Department by equally weighing available funding, energy costs, and economic conditions, but shall not exceed 150% of the OMB Poverty Income Guidelines); 

iv) Elderly in Poverty (an amount determined by the Department by equally weighing available funding, energy costs, and economic conditions, but shall not exceed 150% of OMB Poverty Income Guidelines); and 

v) Disabled persons. 

B) Each factor will be multiplied by an assigned weight. The formula for determining each of these factors and the weight to be assigned to these factors is as follows: 

i) number of climatic heating degree days per county divided by total climatic heating degree days for State = heating degree days (5%); 

ii) estimated fuel cost per 100,000 BTUs per county divided by total estimated fuel cost per 100,000 BTUs for State fuel cost factor per 100,000 BTUs (5%); 
iii) number of persons in poverty per county divided by total number of persons in poverty for State = persons in poverty (75%); 

iv) number of elderly persons in poverty per county divided by total number of elderly persons in poverty for State = elderly in poverty (10%); and 

v) number of disabled persons per county divided by total number of disabled persons for State = Disabled (5%). 

C) The sum of weighted factors will be multiplied by the total amount allocated to the counties to determine the county's allocation of funds. 

2) The remaining funds shall be held by the State for meeting those program contingencies which cannot be reasonably anticipated, (e.g., an unusually high need for energy assistance in any given county) and to meet the local agencies' administrative and/or outreach needs. 

c) The Department shall increase or reduce the allocation for a county for any of the following reasons: 

1) Changes in federal or state fund availability 

2) Changes in sums available for any fiscal year from the Low Income Home Energy Assistance Block Grant as described in the State's annual plan to HHS. 

3) The Department determines that the level of applications, which are eligible under Section 109.250, differs from the local agency's allocation, which is determined pursuant to subsection (b), during the subgrant period for which financial assistance was awarded. 

d) The Department shall make available one-third of the allocation for any county for the provision of assistance described in Section 109.220(a)(1) or (2) to eligible applicant households who are recipients of Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF); General Assistance (GA); Aid to Aged, Blind, and Disabled (AABD); or who have incomes equal to or less than 40% of the OMB Poverty Guidelines. 

e) The Department shall notify the designated LAAs of the county allocations for which that agency is eligible to apply. Where no agency has been designated, the county allocations will be included in a request for proposal which shall be publicly advertised in the State newspaper and in at least one local newspaper within the area to be served.


INDIANA 

The Division of Family Resources requires program budgets to be submitted by its subgrantees, which project the amounts to be expended for administrative and programmatic activities.  The DFR bases these budgets on the allocations of federal funds.  The allocations reflect factors such as the CAA’s proportion of low-income people in their service area, as well as the number of households historically served.

All processing done internally at state level. 

MAINE

Allocation to Each Subgrantee. MSHA will determine the annual allocation of HEAP funds to each Subgrantee, the amount of which annual allocation shall not include any amount of HEAP funds allocated to MSHA to pay HEAP benefits in the event MSHA elects to provide benefits directly. MSHA will base any allocation determination on the following factors as applicable to the area to be serviced by the Subgrantee:

The number of applications certified in the previous Program Year.

The percentage of total HEAP funds expended for the previous Program Year.

Any anticipated increases or decreases in average benefit payments or the number of Eligible Households.

NEBRASKA

Nebraska’s LIHEAP office (Department of Health and Human Services) turns 11% of funds plus 1% for administrative costs over to Nebraska Energy Office for weatherization; this office which manages the contracts with the subgrantees.  The Energy Office then contracts with subgrantees who receive a percentage of the funding and admin. costs to do the actual weatherization. On the LIHEAP side, state offices (branches of DHHS) located within the counties administer the program
OREGON  

State Allocation - Local service program allocations are based on factors such as the total income eligible households, heating degree days, cost of home energy, local capacity and other criteria. As part of program quality improvement, the state allocation process is being reviewed to address the most current statewide demographic data.  


SOUTH CAROLINA 

Allocates LIHEAP funds based on the poverty percentage of each county as compared to the state's overall poverty population.

TENNESSEE

The state bases its allocations on a rolling three-year average of poverty data.

TEXAS 
Distribution of Funds: 

The Department has used the following funding allocation formula since 1998. This funding formula was designed with input from Subgrantees. This formula not only allocates funds based on the number of low-income households in a service area, but also takes into account the special needs of individual service areas. The need for energy assistance in an area is addressed through a weather factor. The extra expense in delivering services in sparsely populated areas is addressed by an inverse population density factor. The lack of additional services available in very poor counties is addressed by a county median income factor. Finally, the elderly are given priority by giving greater weight to this population. The five factors used in the new formula are calculated as follows:

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The five factors carry the following weights in the allocation formula: number of non-elderly poverty households (40%), number of poverty households with at least one member who is 65 years of age or older (40%), household density as an inverse ratio (5%), the median income of the county (5%), and a weather factor based on Heating Degree Days and Cooling Degree Days (10%). All demographic factors are based on the 1990 census.

During the sixth month of the program year, the Department will conduct an in-house performance review of all Subgrantees. The performance review will include individual Subgrantee expenditure rate and households served by program component as specified in the Service Delivery Plan and contract. Based on the review, the Department may deobligate funds from low performing Subgrantees and award the funds to high performing Subgrantees.  

VERMONT

Vermont is state administered, so the only money allocated to subrecipients is Crisis funds.  The formula used do that was determined in conjunction with the executive directors of the agencies.  

VIRGINIA

VA does not allocate out to sub-grantees. EA programs are administered by local departments of social services.  With the exception of admininistrative funds, program funds are held/disbursed at/from the state level. 

WASHINGTON 
The regular state allocation will be distributed as described below:
1.
Energy Assistance Program

Funds will be distributed to local program contractors using two variables:

a.
Population in Need:

Number of households with incomes at or below 125 percent of poverty as defined by the 1990 Census. 

b.
Average Household Benefit:

Average household benefits, for households with actual heat costs, from the 1997 through 1999 Program Years.

The following example illustrates how the formula is used:

Households x Average Household Benefit = Need

Contractor's Need/Total State Need = Agency Percentage

The Agency Percentage determines the share of the funds available for distribution to each contractor.

Weatherization Assistance Program

Funds will be distributed to local program contractors based on the following objectives:

a.
To provide a minimum funding level to each county to ensure that low-income households have equitable access to weatherization services;

b.
To establish a $10,000 minimum per county; 

c.
To fund the minimum with both Department of Energy and LIHEAP resources;

d.
To use consistent formula variables, including:

i.
Low-income population; and

ii.
Heating degree days for a nine-month term.

LIHEAP OPERATIONS:

1) WHEAP Applications Taken

2) Furnace Activity based on 3 Year Rolling Average

· Includes paid and unpaid (denied) furnace repairs and replacements

· 1 point given for 3 year average value

3) WHEAP Applications Taken point value + 3 YR Rolling Average Furnace Repairs and Replacements point value for each agency is then divided by TOTAL points to determine budget percent.

4) Each agency percentage is then multiplied by the current year LIHEAP Operations budget to determine agency allocation.

LIHEAP CRISIS:

1) LIHEAP Recipients

· Count of households paid Heat

· Each agency household total is divided by statewide household count total to determine ‘Budget Percent’.

2) Each agency’s ‘Budget Percent’ is multiplied by the current year Crisis Budget to determine ‘Total Crisis Budget’ allocation.

3) Each agency’s ‘Total Crisis Budget’ is split 40/60; 40% to Services and 60% to Benefits.

Public Benefits OUTREACH:

1) 2000 US Census data

· Each COUNTY number of households at <150% of Federal Poverty is divided by State of Wisconsin Total to determine ‘Percentage of Census Total’

2) Households Paid WHEAP

· Each TRIBE number of WHEAP recipient households is divided by State of Wisconsin WHEAP Recipients to determine ‘Percentage of WHEAP Total’  (census data not available for WHEAP tribes)

3) Each TRIBE percentage is multiplied by the current year OUTREACH budget to determine the tribal allocation.  

4) Each COUNTY percentage is multiplied by the remaining OUTREACH budget (after Tribe allocation calculation) to determine each county allocation.

1) PB Recipients

· Count of households paid PB

· Each agency household total is divided by statewide household count total to determine ‘Budget Percent’

2) Each agency ‘Budget Percent’ is multiplied by current year PB Operations Budget to determine each agency allocation.

· Each agency household total is divided by statewide household count total to determine ‘Budget Percent’

2) Each agency ‘Budget Percent’ is multiplied by current year PB Crisis Budget to determine each agency allocation.
