Crisis means that the client is at risk or threatened by an inability to meet the basic neccesities,of life such as food, shelter, utilities and clothing due to
circumstances beyond their control, possiblity caused by natural disaster, fire or financial hardship. For regular non-life threatening situations for the utility
program, crisisis determined when a client has a delinquent bill or alate payment notice bill or in cases where a bill consititues a high percentage of a
fixed income application income. Unlike the LIHEAP's regular crisis definition that may be brought about by an applicant's inability to meet the basic
necessities of life such asfood, shelter, and utilities, especialy in economic circumstances that are considered beyond the applicant's ability to control, a
life-threatening circumstance typically involves the vulnerable population served such as the disabled, the elderly, and those persons diagnosed with
medical complications, whereby, per adoctor's script, the applicant is felt to be facing impending risk if the LIHEAP service is not provided within an 18
hour period, based on arisk-assessment. In addition, life-threatening applicants are given priority in terms of the fact that they are provided with outreach
services, and are provided services within a shorter period of time (18 hrs).
