Severa of Arizona's energy vendors enforce moratoriums with varying criteria. The largest energy vendors are represented below with their specific
guidelines.

In accordance with Arizona Administrative Code 14-2-211(A)(5)(c) and 14-2-201(46), Arizona Public Service (APS) uses 32 degrees Farenheit as the
point in which they stop disconnections for non-payment for low temperatures. In addiiton, APS also developed an internal business process where
disconnections are suppressed for non-payment when high heat stress indexes are present, as determined by the Phoenix Heat Alert website that reles on
heat and humidity predictions from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA).

Southwest Gas (SWG) tariff is prohibited from performing shutoffs during periods of time where weather will be especially dangerous to one's health.
These weather conditions are defined as that period of time commencing with the scheduled determination date when the local weather forecast, as
predicted by NOAA, indicates that the temperature will not exceed 32 degrees Farenheit for the next day's forecast. The Corporation Commission may
determine that other weather conditions are especially dangerous to one's health as the need arises.

Salt River Project (SRP) self-initiates moratoriums in the winter and summer based on weather conditions. The duration of the self-initiated moratorium
fluctuates based on weather conditions. The criteria for moratoriums are extreme cold temperatures or excessive heat warnings issued bu the National
Weather Service.
