A $100 medical deductionis
automatically given to households in which the applicant or spouse is elderly (age 65 or older) or disabled. Only one (1) $100 deduction will be allowed,
even if both applicant and spouse meet either or both criteria. Energy Assistance (EA) benefits are determined based on each household meeting specified
income guidelines (135% of the federal poverty level) based on their household size and fuel type. Our attached payment matrices indicates compliance
with this assurance by virtue of the fact that benefit amounts decrease as income increases to reflect the household's energy costsin relation to their
income.
